Simons Road
The property was subdivided as part of the Sommerhoff Farm subdivision, which occurred prior to the enactment of the 2014 zoning law.  There are DEC wetlands present on the property. The sketch map includes a Flood Zone Note as will the final map. There is an existing entrance. Following the subdivision the applicant plans to transfer development rights to the Columbia Land Conservancy and sell the other lot to the Ecklers. The Board stated that the map needs a Deep Test and PERC Test, a driveway note, and driveway access.
James Stickles motioned to declare the Ancram Planning Board the Lead Agency for Environmental Review. The motion was seconded by Terry Boyles. All in favor, motion carries.

Terry Boyles motioned to grant Sketch Plan Approval. The motion was seconded by James Stickles. All in favor, motion carries.
The applicant requested that the Public Hearing not be scheduled until the PERC Test has been performed.

Lot Line Adjustment

Chase Road 

The Burlinghoffs seek a Lot Line Adjustment to combine a portion of the Osofsky lot with the Burlinghoff parcel. The land to be transferred was excluded from the Osofsky Conservation Easement in contemplation of this Lot Line Adjustment. The land to be transferred and merged is completed within NWI Wetlands. The board highlighted the stream and stream buffer requirements. 

John Ingram asked if the land was under contract.
Jay Gieseler replied that he did not believe so.


Erin Robertson asked about the purpose of the Lot Line Adjustment

Jay Gieseler responded the consolidation would create nice lot lines.

The Board stated they would approve the Lot Line Adjustment conditioned on a sale or transfer of the land.
Dennis Sigler motioned to waive the Public Hearing. The motion was seconded by Terry Boyles. All in favor, motion carries.

The Planning Board Stated that Environmental Review is not required for Lot Line Adjustments.

Dennis Sigler motioned to conditionally approve the Lot Line Adjustment Conditioned on the sale or transfer of the land from the Osofskys to the Burlinghoffs and to authorize John Ingram to sign and stamp the map after the Applicant has demonstrated meeting the aforementioned condition. Terry Boyles seconded the motion. All in favor, motion carries.

John Avenia/Voulgaris
Lot Line Adjustment

221.-1-31 and 221.-1-33
John Avenia appeared on behalf of the Volgaris application. The applicants have two lots. There is a house on one parcel and the other parcel lacks access. The applicants seek a Lot Line Adjustment, which will reduce the size of the lot with the house and give the second lot access and approximately 12 more acres. 
John Ingram asked about an existing survey.

The applicant will need to perform a PERC Test on the new lot and show, the well, septic and building envelop on the developed parcel.

It was recommended that the applicant call DEC regarding the potential presence of DEC or NWI wetlands.
Terry Boyles motioned to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by James Stickle. All in favor, motion carries.
