	Part 3 Additional Sheets as Needed:  The Town Board has reviewed Part I and II and has determined that there are no identified potential moderate to large adverse environmental impacts associated with adopting Local Law #1 of 2020 - to amend Article V of the Town zoning law to transfer Local Law 1 of 2003 (Scenic Corridor Overlay Zone) into Article V of the zoning law.  The November 20, 2014 zoning update refers to LL1 of 2003 but did not incorporate the full text of that law.  Now the Town Board desires to incorporate the full provisions of LL1 of 2003 to increase the ease and convenience of our citizens and Planning Board in use of these standards.  This action does not change any development standards or make any substantive change to the content of the supplementary regulations which apply to the Town's SCOZ. The only changes that have been made to the SCOZ supplementary regulations as they are presently set forth in Local Law No. 1 of 2003 are the format and section numbering changes that are necessary to meld those regulations with format and numbering system in Article V of the 2014 Zoning Law.  

As essentially an administrative action that collates the original SCOZ regulations into the 2014 Zoning Law, and with no proposed construction, and no changes in land cover, topography, surface or water, or land uses associated with this action, there are no environmental resources to be affected.
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
